Program Relocations and Expansion of Services

The Four County Area Vocational Cooperative has formally announced the relocation of four (4) Care
& Technical Education program offerings for the 2@090 school year. Automotive Technology, Cos-
metology and Criminal Justice will be relocating from their current building at 221 Angling Rd. to a ne

Store). This relocation allows for program expansion and modernization of facilities with state of the
art equipment and technology. It will also provide much needed space to add additional opportunitieg
for students and adults in the Four County area.

Computer Aided Drafting (CAD) will be relocating to the new facility from its current home, 892
Dowling St. in order to expand program services for FCAVC. HVAC+R (Heating, Ventilation, Air Con
tioning/Cooling and Refrigeration) will now be housed with the Machine Trades and Welding program
and will be offered to students for the 2010 school year. The program is a half day of instruction
for two (2) years, but will be open to Seniors for the first year. FCAVC is currently working with ACCA
(Air Conditioning Contractors or America), PHCC Educational Foundation and RSES (Refrigeration S
vice Engineers Society) to complete curriculum development. Dual credit opportunities are also being
explored through Ivy Tech Community College and alignment with apprenticeship training are also be
sought out.

The nearly $1million relocation and expansion project is being accomplished without any cost to the
Cooperative, the Cooperative member schools or tax payers in the Four County area that is served.

Local labor force is also being utilized for building renovations and related projects whenever possiblg.

The Cooperative will be hosting an Open House upon completion of the project which is projected to
be the first week of June, 2009.
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
